1. This Photographs Form, Form 8/12, is an opportunity for the applicant to submit photographs of the subject cultural property.   
2. Fill in the project name above and the applicant organization name.
3. Take photographs of the cultural property.  Photographs of the cultural property must include:
a. The cultural property and the setting.  For example, if the property is in an urban area, photos of the cultural property should show it with surrounding buildings/streetscape. In a rural area, the photograph should show the cultural property within its setting, a rural streetscape / landscape.  
b. For buildings:  
1) Photographs of each elevation of the cultural property.
2) Exterior architectural details.
3) Interior public spaces.
4) Interior architectural details.  
c. For other cultural properties:
1) Photographs of different angles of the cultural property.
2) Photographs of significance characteristics or details.  
4. Note that all of the above photographs are required so that reviewers can have a sense of the cultural property without having to visit each proposed grant project site.  Even though a project may be only exterior work, interior photos are also required.  
5. Note on a floor plan / site plan where each of the photos were taken and key photos to the plan.  Make sure all photographs are keyed to the plan.  
6. Include historic photographs if they are available and relate to the grant project.
